EBASOA ANNUAL BUSINESS MEETING
November 8, 2009
MINUTES

Meeting called to order by Vice-President Scott Reynolds at 10:15 a.m., at the Holiday Inn Hotel, Saratoga.
Dues of $55 per member were collected by area chairmen.
Minutes from last year’s business were read. Tim Buckley made a motion to accept the minutes. Motion seconded by Kim Wells. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report was given by Mike Rennick. Balance of $6,945.13. After today’s meeting the balance will be approximately $6,010. The dues this year were reduced to $55, as recommended by the Governing Board. Motion to accept the Treasurer’s Report was made by Tim Buckley.  Motion seconded by Steve Rossley.  Motion Carried.
President’s Report given by VP Scott Reynolds. Key issue noted was the need for new officials.

Assignor Report

Game reductions implemented by the State impacted us dramatically.  The number of games was reduced by approximately 825. 

 All varsity, sectional and regional games will be covered.  The JV games had 85-90% coverage. About 20 games were covered with one official. About 200 of the modified games went uncovered, and approximately 85 had one official. John stated that he is not a fan of using one official. The contract currently under negotiation recommends 1 ½ fee for working a game alone.

Cards: About 560 total cards were issued to-date. After the Sectionals we should be within the 640 cards we had last year.  Section II is number one in the State regarding cards. This number will be in the State publication.

The anonymous benefactor will again donate money for shirts for new officials who continue on as referees.

Membership Committee Report

Secretary Williams read (butchered) the list of names of officials moving to varsity status.

Post Season
John Hogan explained the coverage of regional games. We will be using four referees (a referee, two AR’s, and an alternate). We have the potential of hosting 8-10 regional games. The upcoming week will be heavy with sectionals also. 

The State championship will be held in Oneonta on November 21-22, 2009. It will be the last games to be held at the Hall of Fame fields.  The Hall of Fame will be closing. This year Section II will be represented by Scott Reynolds, Dan Harms, and Bryan MacIntyre.

New Business
Tom Brin inquired about the turn-back fees. He asked if the Assignor fee is due when a game is turned-back.  It was confirmed that the fee is due because the Assignor did his job. Brin suggested that the Board review the 5% turn-back fee and the circumstances under which the fee must be paid.  Kevin Shultes recommended that the Assignor’s fee not be 5% in those cases where the member has to turn-back their entire schedule. Brin recommended a flat fee be set for turn-backs (e.g., $2) within 48 hours of the game. Brin noted that a flat fee is used in Basketball. He also suggested changing the up-front Assignor fee from $40 to $50. The Board agreed to consider these suggestions and by the first membership meeting in August, notify members of its decision in this matter.

Tim Narcavage recommended that the Board consider work in the area of training in sportsmanship for students and coaches.

It was announced that anyone interested in becoming a college official should contact Kevin Shultes.

A motion to adjourn was made by Ian Bonthron. Motion seconded by Italo Carcich. Meeting adjourned at 11:25 a.m.
